Bridgeport Rallies To  Nip PHS Frosh, 21-20
BRIDGEPORT - Bridgeport recovered two second half kickoffs while wiping out a 12-0 halftime deficit and went on to beat the PHS freshman 21-20.
Chad Collins got PHS off to a good start, catching a 25 yard touchdown pass from Alex Ash mid-way through the first quarter and just a few minutes later Jeremy Bell hauled in a 65 yard TD reception to make it 12-0 with 1:42 left in the initial quarter. PHS also drove to the 13 yard line late in the second quarter but a fourth quarter pass attempt was incomplete.
But Bridgeport recovered the second half kickoff on the PHS 29 yard line and scored on a fourth down (and six yards to go) pass from the 25. The Indians then converted the first of three straight extra point kicks.
The Big Red freshman answered in just six plays, going 63 yards with Collins catching a 30 yard pass which helped set up his 25 yard TD reception. Collins, who had 88 yards rushing and 85 yards receiving in the game, then ran for the two-point conversion to make it 20-7 with 5:40 left in the third quarter.
Bridgeport then drove 80 yards for its second TD, a four yard run, and then took advantage of a PHS mistake. On fourth down and five yards to go from the PHS 40, the Big Reds tried to run for the first down from punt formation and were stopped three yards short - giving Bridgeport the ball on the Parkersburg 42. Eight plays later the home team scored on a one yard run. The first PAT kick attempt was short but PHS was whistled for roughing the kicker and on the second attempt the Bridgeport kicker made good for what would prove to be the game-winner.
The Indian freshman secured the win by recovering the ensuing kickoff on the Parkersburg 37 and ran seven plays to end the game.
Ash finished with 150 yards passing on four completions while Kristopher Morris contributed 57 yards rushing on 10 attempts. Bridgeport ran for 231 yards and used 50 offensive plays to just 32 for PHS.
